Upon learning sufficient facts to establish a reasonable belief a violation occurred, an agent shall inform the permittee or an employee in charge at the time, in writing of the violation observed.  The agent will fill out an official warning and have the permittee or the employee in charge, sign the official warning 

Completion Instructions:

1. Owner/permittee: Name of the permittee as it is displayed on the permits issued by the ABCC

2. ABCC file number/tobacco file number: Number as it appears on the ABC permit

3. Name of business: Trade name of the location as it is displayed on the ABC permit

4. Physical address and zip: The complete business address of the location.  Put the street address first, followed by the city and the zip code should be last.  All this information is located on the ABC permits or the agent’s outlet page

5. Time and date the violation was observed utilizing AM or PM afterwards 

6. Insert an “X” in the appropriate box, which fits the violation, observed.  If the appropriate 

violation is not noted proceed to number “7” of the instructions and put an “X” in this box

7. Insert the violation on these four lines by writing out the statute or the ABCC rule.  Write out the statute numbers or regulation numbers 

8. Received by, date and time: The permittee or employee in charge signs in this block.  The person should put the date and time the warning was received

9. Owner/permittee, manager or employee: Insert an “X” in the appropriate box of the person who signs the warning

10. ALE Agent: Agent signature
