Completion Instructions:

1. ABCC file number: If the arrest/citation was made on an ABCC licensed premises, the ABCC File Number shall be entered here.  If the arrest/citation was made in the public vehicular area of a licensed premise and the licensed premise was directly involved in some aspect of the violation (ex: failure to supervise, allow underage to consume, etc), then the ABCC file number shall also be entered here.  Finally, if an arrest/citation is made away from a licensed premises, but the violation occurred on the licensed premises, then the ABCC file number shall be entered here

2. Ethnic origin: For all arrestees, the ethnic origin shall be indicated by checking the appropriate box, either Hispanic or non-Hispanic

3. Arrestee is: Check the appropriate box

4. Country of citizenship: For all arrestees, the country of citizenship shall be indicated by checking the appropriate box, either US for United States citizens, even if the arrestee has dual citizenship but at least one is the US, or other if the arrestee maintains citizenship in another county.  When checking the other block, it is required that the country be specified in the space provided.  “Unknown” or “N/A are not valid entries for this block

5. Residency: For all arrestees, the residency status shall be indicated by checking the appropriate box, either North Carolina or other.  If the arrestee is a North Carolina resident, either full or part year, that status shall be indicated by first checking the North Carolina box, then specifying if the residency is full or part year (ex: part year residency may be for temporary employees or college students)

6. Type weapon/held/seized: If the arrestee was found to be in possession of a weapon during the arrest, the type of weapon shall be indicated in the space provided

7. Assignment: Agent shall indicate what type of assignment they were on when the arrest/citation was made (ex: routine enforcement/investigation, alcohol campaign, tobacco campaign, secret shopper operation, etc)

8. Special activity: If the district in which the arrest was made has established special activity codes for specific locations within the district, that information shall be entered in the appropriate area.  (ex: Blockbuster Pavilion, Dean Smith Center, Groves Stadium, etc)

9. Date/time/arrest: The month, day and year the arrest/citation was made shall be entered into the appropriate areas for all arrests.  The time shall be entered in military time (2400 hour) format

10. Assistance: If ALE was either directly assisted by, or provided direct assistance to, another law enforcement agency in relation to the arrest/citation, that information shall be indicated by checking the appropriate box.  If assistance is rendered, the name of the other law enforcement agency shall be placed in the blank provided

11. Type of arrest: Check the appropriate block to indicate the method by which the arrest/citation was affected (one selection may be made)

12. Drug influence at time of arrest: Check the appropriate box

13. Alcohol influence at time of arrest: Check the appropriate box 

14. Assisting agent/officer and ID number: If another ALE agent or other law enforcement officer directly assisted with the arrest/citation, their name shall be entered in the space provided.  If another ALE agent provided the assistance, their agent number shall also be captured

The next eight- (8) sections are repeated four times on each AL-502.  Up to four different charges may be captured per AL-502

15. Charge: Charge the individual was arrested/cited 

16. Statute: Indicate the specific N.C. General Statutes number the individual was arrested/cited 

17. Counts: Number of counts the individual was arrested/cited for as related to the statute number indicated in section 16

18. Class: Check the appropriate box

19. Drug type: If the charge was drug-related (other than paraphernalia charges), indicate the name of the drug in the appropriate space.  Each different type of controlled substance should result in a separate charge.  No more than one type of drug may be captured in this space

20. Quantity: If the charge was drug-related (other than paraphernalia charges), indicate the amount of the drug seized as related to the drug measure

21. Measure: If the charge was drug-related (other than paraphernalia charges), indicate the measure of the drug (ex: gram, ounce, seed, dosage unit, etc)

22. Value: If the charge was drug-related (other than paraphernalia charges), indicate the street value of the drug seized

23. Validation: This area shall only be used by the individual entering the data into the HTE crimes system
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
