Statement of Rights for Deaf Persons

Statement of Rights:

Before asking you questions, we must advise you of your rights and determine that you fully understand your rights.  Please initial after every right indicating that you understand.

1. You have a right not to talk

2. Whatever you say may be used against you in court

3. You have a right to talk to a lawyer and to have a lawyer with you while we ask you questions

4. If you want a lawyer but cannot pay for one, a lawyer will be given to you to help you before we ask you questions

5. You have the right to have an interpreter for the deaf with you while you are being questioned

6. If you want an interpreter, we will get one for you before we ask you questions
