Agents will complete the appropriate AL-7, AL-7a, AL-7b, AL-7d when an arrest of a person has been made and the agent would like to get a statement or ask questions about a crime or act committed by the person whom is in custody of a sworn law enforcement agent (exception to AL-7a and AL-7b) a parent, guardian, lawyer or custodian needs to be with the juvenile when rights are read).  The AL-7d is for deaf persons who need to know their rights about law enforcement acquiring an interpreter and then for a lawyer if the deaf person also requests one.

Completion Instructions:

1. Initial: If interviewee understand he/she has the right not to talk

2. Initial: If interviewee understand whatever he/she says may be used against them in court

3. Initial: If interviewee understand he/she has the right to talk to a lawyer and to have one with them while they are asked questions

4. Initial: If interviewee understands he/she cannot afford a lawyer, one will provided to them before questioning

5. Initial: If interviewee understands he/she has the right to have an interpreter for the deaf present while being questioned

6. Initial: If interviewee understands he/she wants an interpreter present, we will provide one to them before questioning

7. Signature: Signature of suspect if waiving their rights to have an interpreter present at this time

8. Signature: Signature of attorney, magistrate, or judge (if suspect is under arrest)

9. Signature: Signature of suspect if waiving their rights to have a lawyer present at this time

10. Signature: Signature of investigating agent

11. Witness signature: Name of witness who observed agent administer the rights form (if available)

12. Date: Month, day and year

13. Time: Time the rights were administered
