That WHEREAS, the AGENCY desires to engage the CONTRACTOR to perform the professional services hereinafter described;

Therefore, the AGENCY and the CONTRACTOR do mutually agree as follows:

1.
Contractual Status.  The AGENCY and the CONTRACTOR agree that the CONTRACTOR shall perform the services required of the CONTRACTOR herein set forth; provided that the CONTRACTOR is not and will not by virtue of this contract acquire the status of an employee of the AGENCY.  This agreement supercedes any and all prior agreements that may exist between the CONTRACTOR and the AGENCY.

2.
Time and Place of Performance.  The effective date of this agreement is the date of execution, which is the date this agreement is signed by the undersigned Director of the North Carolina State Bureau of Investigation, and the termination date is, _____December 31st_______, 2016.
(Month/date/and year contract terminates)

  The place(s) of performance of this contract will be at location(s) as designated by the AGENCY.

3.
Compensation.  The Agency agrees to pay the CONTRACTOR the amount of $10.00, (ten dollars and zero cents) per hour, for the CONTRACTOR'S period of service.  As an independent contractor, CONTRACTOR is responsible for payment of all social security taxes and all benefits.  In addition, AGENCY will pay any necessary and appropriate subsistence, provided such expenses are approved in advance.  The amount of subsistence shall be calculated pursuant to state law and regulations applicable to state employees and shall be itemized on State of North Carolina form entitled, "Request for Reimbursement of Travel and Other Expenses Incurred in the Discharge of Official Duty - Including Per Diem" or forms substantially the same.  No other compensation will be paid by the AGENCY during the time period.  The AGENCY will be responsible for completing and providing the CONTRACTOR the appropriate state tax forms and Form 1099.

4.

Scope of Services to be Rendered.  The CONTRACTOR hereby agrees to perform in a manner satisfactory to the AGENCY, services in support of the Alcohol Law Enforcement Branch of the North Carolina State Bureau of Investigation (AGENCY).  The CONTRACTOR shall work with the AGENCY'S supervising agent(s) to conduct unannounced compliance checks, and/or investigations of retail outlets, in a covert capacity for the AGENCY.  The CONTRACTOR upon making a purchase of tobacco, or alcohol products, or lottery tickets will make notes on provided forms.  The CONTRACTOR will give testimony in all criminal and administrative proceedings.  The CONTRACTOR will maintain accountability, serviceability and security of equipment and supplies provided by the CONTRACTOR; obtain and maintain a current DMV Drivers License; and shall perform all other duties as assigned. Additionally, Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable federal and state regulations.

5.
Invoices.  Payment under the AGREEMENT will be made upon receipt of a signed time sheet from the CONTRACTOR and the AGENCY supervising agent who the CONTRACTOR worked with pursuant to the provisions of this agreement.  The invoice will have the date(s) and hour(s) worked by the CONTRACTOR.  All services must be performed to the satisfaction of the AGENCY prior to any payment being made.

6.
Contract Administrator.  The Head of ALE, a Branch of the N.C. State Bureau of Investigation or his designee, is designated as the contract administrator for this AGREEMENT.  The contract administrator is responsible for monitoring the CONTRACTOR'S performance, approving payment to the CONTRACTOR, and for providing evaluation of the CONTRACTOR.

7.
Funding.  All terms and conditions of this AGREEMENT are dependent upon and subject to the allocation of funds for the purposes set forth, and the AGREEMENT shall automatically terminate if funds cease to be available.

8.
Taxes.  The CONTRACTOR shall be considered to be an independent contractor, paid on an hourly basis, and as such shall not be entitled to any other benefits and shall be responsible for all taxes except as set forth in paragraph three above.  

9.
Termination of Agreement.  If, through any cause, the CONTRACTOR shall fail to fulfill in a timely and proper manner the obligations under this Agreement, the AGENCY shall thereupon have the right to terminate this Agreement by giving notice to the CONTRACTOR of such termination.   CONTRACTORS who test positive for illegal substances on the random drug testing program after laboratory testing or refuse to submit to random drug testing will be dismissed immediately.   
10.
Situs.  This contract shall be governed by the laws of North Carolina and any claim for breach or enforcement of the AGREEMENT shall be filed in State court in Wake County, North Carolina.

11.
Compliance with Law.  The CONTRACTOR shall remain an independent contractor and as such shall be responsible for compliance with all laws, ordinances, codes, rules, regulations, licensing requirements for CONTRACTOR'S business and work performance under this AGREEMENT, including those of Federal, State and Local agencies having appropriate jurisdiction.   

12.
Assignment.  This AGREEMENT or any interest herein shall not be assigned or transferred by the CONTRACTOR.  The CONTRACTOR shall not subcontract any work to be performed pursuant to this AGREEMENT without the written approval of the AGENCY.

13.
Advertisement.  This AGREEMENT shall not be used for advertising by the CONTRACTOR without prior written approval of both the Purchase and Contract Division of the Department of Administration, and the North Carolina State Bureau of Investigation.
14.
Entire Agreement.  This AGREEMENT, including any exhibits and amendments annexed hereto and any documents incorporated specifically by reference, represents the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes all prior oral and written statements or agreements.  This AGREEMENT may be amended only by written amendments duly executed by the AGENCY and the CONTRACTOR.

15.
This agreement does not become binding until approved by all required governmental agencies and executed by all parties, to include a criminal background submission.  The date of execution shall be the date of the last signature which shall be that of Mr. B.W. Collier II, Director of North Carolina State Bureau of Investigation.
