It is understood the employee named above is moving intrastate in the service of the State of North Carolina, and payment for this move will be made by the State.  It is also understood that van lines may submit bids that are lower than published tariff rates on file with the North Carolina Utilities Commission.

When the move has been completed, the carrier will forward direct to the NC Department of Crime Control and Public Safety, Fiscal Section, 4701 Mail Service Center, Raleigh, NC, 27699 an invoice in triplicate showing the name of the State employee, the date of the move, and the total amount to be paid.  The amount to be paid will be the lesser of (1) the lowest cost produced based on firm bid price, or (2) actual cost at tariff rates.  The invoice must always be accompanied by a certified weight certificate and a bill of lading which shows charges for transportation based on actual weight and actual miles moved at published tariff rates.  Also, actual cost packing and unpacking must be shown at published tariff rates based on actual number and size of barrels, boxes, cartons, etc., utilized, and actual cost of insurance coverage issued.

On shipments applicable under tariff rates moving a distance of thirty (30) miles or less, transportation rates will be on an hourly basis.  The invoice for this type of move should show the firm price and also the actual cost after applying tariff rates.

Any claim for loss, damage, or overcharge will be handled in accordance with tariff rules and regulations.

It is understood that payment for moving may not exceed the cost produced by legally applicable rates and charges in tariffs on file with the North Carolina Utilities Commission.
