“Correction officers do so much more
thanjust superviseinmates,” says Secretary
Beck.

more.”

Correctional officersareresponsible
for the supervision and housing needs
of over 34,000 inmates in North
Carolinaprisons. Theofficersmay staff
security towers, superviseinmatesin
dormitoriesor onroad squads, transport
inmates or train tracking dogs. Their
primary duty is the safe, secure and
orderly operation of the prison and
effectiveresponseto crisissituations.

The 2004 Officersof the Year were
recognized for variousaccomplishments,
ranging fromactsof heroismtoinitiating
projectsthat improvethe efficiency of
prison operations.

Jennings named Volunteer
of the Year

RALEIGH-Correction Secretary
Theodis Beck and the North Carolina
Divisonof Prisonsnamed Harriet Jennings
of Raleigh asthe prison volunteer of the
year during anApril 22 ceremony.

Jennings has been a volunteer at
Raleigh Correctional Center for Women
snce1998. Sincesheisretired, Jennings
makes volunteering at the minimum-
security women’s prison a full-time
commitment. She servesasthe program
coordinator for the prison’seducation and
worship center and as a sponsor for
inmateson community leave.

In addition, Jenningsisvery activein
the prison’s JobStart program, which
preparesinmatesfor employment after
releasefrom prison. Sherecruits, trains
and mentorsother JobStart volunteersand
helps JobStart inmates coordinate
transportation, education and housing.
Jenningsasoisinstrumental in seeking
funding for inmate educational expenses
not provided by the prison system.

He
noticed that aninmatewas
attempting to commit
suicideby hanginghimself
fromabet connectedtoashefinhiscell.
Davisimmediately called for assistance,
went into thecell and pulled theinmateto
the floor. Although the inmate was
unrepongve, themedica unit arrived and
was able to revive the inmate through
cardiopulmonary resuscitation.

“Davis is very low-key and not
someone who always has to be in the
spatlight,” saysMichael Cotten, assstant
superintendent at Hoke Correctional
Ingtitution. “But heisvery dependable
and hisactionsthat day were consi stent
with thekind of dedicated officer heis.”

Jennell Gaines, acorrectiond officer at
Charlotte Correctional Center since
January 2002, was selected for Officer
of the Year for her contributions above
and beyondthecall of duty. Thefacility’s
superintendent
nominated her for the
honor for a variety of
reasons.

Asasupervisor of the
inmateson alitter pick-
up crew, Gaines has
received numerous
positivereportsfrom thecommunity. She
often locatesdangerousarticlesdropped
on theroadside and ensuresthe disposal
of the items. She also has located lost
itemsof vaueto citizensand businesses
and made surethey werereturned to the

Gaines also recently assisted in
organizing theannual State Employees
Combined Campaign, acharitablegiving
program, at the prison. Asaresult of her
efforts, the prison had arecord year for
donations, raisingthelargest amount inits
history despitetough economictimes.

“Itwas Officer Gaines strong rapport
with our staff and her dedication to the
well being of those in need, which
generated thishighlevel of success,” said
Kenn Brown, program director. “ Officer
Gainesrepresentsthebest intermsof how
a correctional officer should present
himself or herself for daily duty,” Supt.
Richard Nedly added. “ Sheisanexample
of going theextramilefor her co-workers
andthewell-being of thepublic.”

Pedro Jimenez, an officer at Western
Youth Institution in Morganton for two
years, was selected for
Officer of theYearinthe
category for heroism. In
November, Jimenez
was stopped at a
stoplight, when hewas
hit by a van that was
then hit by another car.
As Jimenez got out of
his vehicle to see if
anybody was hurt, the driver of another
vehiclebegan screaming, “My baby’snot
breathing!” The lack of oxygen was
causing the baby toturn blue.

Jmenez creditsofficer basctrainingfor
helping him save the baby’s life. He
remembered thefirst aid he had learned
inofficer basictraining ayear earlier. He
determined that thethree-year-old girl had
afaint pulse, sohecleared her airway and
performed rescue breathing. After twofull
dow bregihs justlikehelearnedintraining,
the child opened her eyes and began

crying.

Althoughthelittlegirl isfine, Jmenez
till undergoestherapy and treatment for
injurieshesustained intheaccident. He
isback at work supervising inmates. In
addition to hisnormal duties, he helps
interpret for Spanish speaking inmates.

“Officer Jimenez's act of heroism
minutesafter being serioudy injuredisan
exampleof theoutstanding quditiesfound
in the employees throughout the
Department of Correction,” wrote Capt.
CarlosHernandez in hisrecommendation
for Jmenez.

“Although Officer
Outerbridgeisarelatively new officer,
having lessthan 12 monthsexperience, she
performsher dutieson aday-to-day basis
in a manner generally seen only in
seasoned veterans,” wrote Bonnie
Boyette, correctional administrator at
Nash. “At this particular era in our
department, it isrefreshing to seesucha
level of loyalty and dedicationtoduty in
anemployee.”

The Central Pharmacy, located in Apex, handles all medical prescriptionsfor the Department of Correction, except for those required at

McCain Correctional Hospital, where asmall pharmacy still servesthe correctional hospital there. With a staff of almost 70 employees

and $20 million in annual spending on pharmaceuticalsand medical devices, Central Pharmacy isalwaysabusy place. Formed by the

consolidation of pharmaciesat Central Prison and NCCIW, Central Pharmacy allows the Division of Prisonsto operate pharmaceutical

servicesin amore streamlined, cost-effective and efficient manner. The staff of pharmacists and pharmacy techniciansis divided into
three teamsto serveinpatient facilities, outpatient facilities and a clinical team to manage specialized drug therapies.
